The TLI was developed in a sample of boys aged 10–12. Additional research reports that the TLI score is heritable and predictive of substance abuse in males and females.  The TLI can be adapted for use in epidemiologic studies.  The appropriateness of the TLI for older children is unknown but is under investigation.
